Dear Parishioners,

Today is the Thirty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time. The prayers and
readings at Mass during these last days of the Liturgical Year focus on the end of
our lives and the end of time as all and all things come under the reign of Our
Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. This is how we are to hear the Gospel
for this Sunday (see Mark 13: 24-32). In the midst of any turmoil, crisis or grave
concern, when nothing seems stable and hopeful, we must not fail as Christians to
have confidence in the words of Jesus. “Heaven and earth will pass away, but my
words will not pass away” (Mark 13: 31). Reflecting on the end of our own lives
and on the end of time can certainly be unsettling. However, as people of faith in
Christ, we must lean into him with confidence in the face of any fear and know his
words are truth, peace and our hope.

This Sunday, the XXXIII in Ordinary Time marks the fifth World Day of
the Poor. This year our Holy Father invites us to consider the Lord’s words, “The
poor you will always have with you” (Mark 14:7). The poor invite us to learn
from them and empathize with them. We learn dependence on the providence of
God and see the face of God in those most in need. This World Day of the Poor
recalls for us how the poor call us to conversion away from selfishness and sin to
a greater charity and generosity. In the neighborhood of the Cathedral Parish
there are many poor and needy homeless men and women. Many times we do not
know what to do to help. We do know that they belong to us in Christ. They
invite us to be attentive and kind. The poor can lead us to Christ, our common
companion.

The Cathedral Basilica is privileged to have its Annual Eucharistic
Devotion, the Forty Hours, begin with the new Liturgical Year. The Forty Hours
at the Cathedral Basilica opens on the First Sunday of Advent, November 28,
2021, and continues until Tuesday evening, November 30, 2021. This year, in
conjunction with the Archdiocesan wide invitation, Nothing Compares to Being
There, which gives emphasis to the irreplaceable need to be in person for the
celebration of Mass, the Forty Hours will also be an Archdiocesan event. The
Most Blessed Sacrament will be exposed around the clock and the clergy and
faithful are invited to participate by signing up for a Holy Hour on the Nothing
Compares website. Please see the enclosed flyer for the schedule of the Forty
Hours and to sign up for a Holy Hour.

Next Sunday, the second collection will be directed to winter maintenance
needs of the Cathedral Parish. You can mail your Sunday offerings to the
Cathedral Parish Office or make use of the many ways to give electronically.

Hoy es el trigésimo tercer domingo del tiempo ordinario. Durante
estos ultimos dias del Afio Litargico las oraciones y lecturas en la Misa se
enfocan en el final de nuestras vidas y el final de los tiempos, ya que todos y
todas las cosas estdn bajo el reinado de Nuestro Sefior Jesucristo, Rey del
Universo.
