Synod 2023 - “For a Synodal Church”   
 

Part 1: Communion 
 
In honor of the 50th Anniversary of the establishment of the “Synod of 
Bishops” Pope Francis has asked the Church universally under the 
guidance of her Bishops to participate in a multi-year process of 
prayerful reflection and discernment to culminate in the next Synod of 
Bishops in 2023.  
 
What is a “Synod”? A Synod is a meeting of the hierarchy (Bishops, 
Priests and Deacons) of the Church to consult on relevant topics or  
reforms needed in day-to-day ministry, mission and discipline within 
the life of the Church. In more recent times, the laity have been invited 
to participate in a greater degree than they had previously.  
 
What is “Synodal Church”? This is one of the key things that the Holy 
Father would like us to discover together. The Archdiocese of                    
Philadelphia, over the next several months, is preparing for the 2023 
Synod of Bishops by hosting various gatherings of the faithful in order 
to reflect upon the three dimensions of a “Synodal Church”:                      
Communion, Participation and Mission.  
 
Today, we will reflect briefly on the first of these: Communion. In the 
preparatory document for the 2023 Synod we find the following: 
 

“Communion: By is gracious will, God gathers us together  
as diverse peoples of one faith, through the covenant that e 
offers to his people. The communion we share finds its deepest 
roots in the love and unity of the Trinity. It is Christ who            
reconciles us to the Father and unites us with each other in the 
Holy Spirit. Together, we are inspired by listening to the Word 
of God, through the living Tradition of the Church, and 
grounded in the sensus fidei that we share. We all have a role 
to play in discerning and living out God’s call for his people.”2 

 
The first thing we are to consider as we seek to discern what constitutes 
a “Synodal Church” is the unity and multiplicity of God’s people which 
finds its ultimate pattern in the Holy Trinity itself. If we want to end 
with Jesus, we must begin with Him. By Baptism, we are definitively 
united to Him; our identity is bound up in Jesus. Out of our identity, 
flows our particular mission. This time will offer us a chance to reflect 
on that common identity and the mission it calls us to undertake as sons 
and daughters in the one Son of God. Next week we will consider the 
second theme of the 2023 Synod: “Participation.”
