Dear Parishioners,

This is the Thirtieth Sunday in Ordinary Time. “O God, be merciful to me
a sinner (Luke 18: 13).” This is the pleading of the tax collector in this Sunday’s
Gospel. The Lord Jesus is so clear in his parable to us this Sunday when he
compares the righteous words of the Pharisee with the prayer of the tax collector.
Yes, it is most important that we follow the will and the way of the Lord at all
times. However, we do so for the glory of God and the service of others. We do
not do so to boast and to hold ourselves above others. No matter how faithful we
are to what God expects of us there is still the need to be humble before him and
recognize our sinful failings. Let us take a lesson from the tax collector and turn to
the Lord for his mercy as we aim to live our Christian lives with great integrity.

In a sense, every Sunday is mission
Sunday. When Mass concludes, the deacon or the priest sends us from the
celebration of the Eucharist with a mission mandate. In a variety of forms
provided in the Roman Missal, we are dismissed from the Mass to go and to live
the great Mystery of Christ we just celebrated. The Word of God and the grace of
Holy Communion assist us to live more fully our faith and make it known to
others, especially to our families and those with whom we work. Today, World
Mission Sunday highlights at the same time our personal responsibility to be a
missionary at home and also to support the missionaries and missions here in the
United States and abroad. We can support the missionaries and missions in so
many ways. A most important way is financially. This Sunday we collect
monies for the missionaries and missions that will be distributed all throughout the
world by the Pontifical Mission Societies. We can also support the missionaries
and missions by our prayers, especially praying the Holy Rosary for this intention.
As we observe this World Mission Sunday, let us pray for all Christians, especially
here in our Cathedral Parish, that we will be more attentive to our own role in
making Christ known to others and for missionaries and missions everywhere.
Saint Therese, patroness of the Missions, pray for us!

Invite a family member, a neighbor and/or a friend to join you for Holy
Mass next Sunday at the Cathedral Basilica.

Please keep the intention for peace in our City and an end to gun violence
in our neighborhoods in your prayers. Our Lady, Queen of Peace, pray for us!

Let us continue to turn to the
Holy Rosary with renewed devotion for our many intentions! Our Lady, Mother
of us all, cannot fail to take our prayers to her Son.

EVANGELIZATION

Prayer in the Old Testament - Pt. 2
Growing in Prayer (Part IV)

Friends, last week we began we began looking at the books of the bible
recorded before Jesus’ birth in time, Old Testament. We learned that
man’s desire for God, is preceded by God’s desire for Man. In a word,
God labors to bring about man’s salvation. We also learned man’s
converse with God is personal. Like other relationships a true bond is
deepened through words and deeds exchanged at regular intervals.
Finally, relationship has its expectations, contours in which we live
(the commandments).

This week we continue with the Old Testament and look at what God
reveals to us through the stories of David, the prophets who prepare the
way immediate for Jesus. After Moses dies, he is succeeded by Joshua
a series of men and women, the judges who will lead Israel as they take
possession of the earthly “Promised Land.” With time, the people
desire a king so that they may be like the other nations (cf. 1 Sam 8:20)

First Saul, then David and a series of men after him will lead Israel as
kings. David is the greatest of these and is a man after God’s own
heart. (cf 1 Sam 13:14) David is a shepherd and will take that mentality
into the kingly office. He will pray for and in the name of the people
before God. He will become the first prophet of Jewish and Christian
Prayer. (CCC 2579)

Unfortunately, the kings begin moving from bad to worse. So God
sends prophets to His people. The prophets’ prayer and intercession is
epitomized in the father of the prophets, Elijah. Elijah, by mighty deeds
and words of both warning and consolation, will point Israel back to
God. His one-on-one encounters with God are reminiscent of Moses.
He and his successors will prefigure and prepare the way for the
Messiah, the definitive Redeemer of Israel and a “New Covenant” with
God almighty.

Of special note before we leave the Old Testament, is the book of
Psalms. From David onward, this preeminent book of prayer collects a
series of prayers which give voice to the wide range of human needs
and emotions. They span the principle forms prayer takes in the life of
man: praise, adoration, thanksgiving, petition and intercession. These
vocal prayers would accompany Israel in her worship and the Church
in hers’.

So what have we learned? The relationship of prayer grows through
time for Man. God walks ahead of us, leading the way and stops at
intervals to redirect us when we stumble or wander off the way. God
raises up persons who will teach man how he is to relate to God and
speak to Him. He uses their words and examples (both good and bad)
to communicate his will to man. Finally, he provides concrete forms of
prayer which man may use to learn how he is to speak to God (the
Psalms). Next week we will begin to look to Jesus, and his response to
our desire: “...teach us to pray...” (Lk 11:1)
