Dear Parishioners, 
 

Today is the Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time.  The lessons of the               
Gospel for these Sundays during the year give us excellent instruction on what it 
means to follow Jesus in a complete way.  This Sunday we hear the familiar story 
of the Good Samaritan (see Luke 10: 25-37).  We are called by Jesus to know 
more than the Commandments by heart.  Rather, we are called to give them vivid 
expressions with our lives.  It is one thing to know that we are to love our               
neighbor and altogether something greater—especially for the follower of Jesus—
to do so in imitation of the Savior.  This love of our neighbor costs us.  It involves 
going out of our way in conscious loving service of others for the glory of the 
Lord and for their benefit.  This was the action of Jesus on the cross, the action of 
the Mass, the action of Christ within us as we live our Christian lives.  We are also 
called by Jesus to be the beneficiaries of love and mercy.  Like the victim to the 
robbers, we are called to be open and ready to receive the love and mercy of             
others, of the Lord.  When we have the blessing of Gospel love bestowed upon 
us—and acknowledge it—we are schooled to then show it to others. 
 

Wednesday, July 16, 2025, is the Memorial of Our Lady of Mount               
Carmel.  This midsummer commemoration of our Blessed Mother is another            
reminder of how Mary is always near to us, praying for us, listening to us and 
ready to come to our aid.  The Collect for the Mass of Our Lady of Mount Carmel 
beautifully illustrates these ideas: 
 

May the venerable intercession  
of the glorious Virgin Mary 
come to our aid, we pray, O Lord, 
so that, fortified by her protection, 
we may reach the mountain which is Christ. 
Who lives and reigns with you in the unity 
of the Holy Spirit, 
God, for ever and ever.  Amen.

Estimados feligreses, 
 

Hoy es el décimo quinto domingo del Tiempo Ordinario. Las lecturas del 
evangelio para estos domingos del año nos ofrecen una excelente instrucción  
sobre lo que significa seguir a Jesús plenamente. Este domingo escuchamos la 
conocida historia del Buen Samaritano (cf. Lucas 10, 25-37). Jesús nos llama a 
aprendernos los Mandamientos de memoria. Más bien, estamos llamados a                
expresarlos vívidamente con nuestra vida. Una cosa es saber que debemos amar 
al prójimo y, en general, algo aún mayor —especialmente para los seguidores de 
Jesús— es hacerlo imitando al Salvador. Este amor al prójimo nos cuesta.                  
Implica dedicarnos a un servicio consciente y amoroso a los demás para la gloria 
del Señor y su beneficio. Esta fue la acción de Jesús en la cruz, la acción de la 
Misa, la acción de Cristo en nosotros al vivir nuestra vida cristiana. Jesús 
también nos llama a ser beneficiarios del amor y la misericordia. Como la                 
víctima de los ladrones, estamos llamados a estar abiertos y dispuestos a recibir 
el amor y la misericordia de los demás, del Señor. Cuando recibimos la bendición 
del amor del evangelio —y la reconocemos—, somos instruidos para mostrarla a 
los demás. 
 

El miércoles 16 de julio del 2025 es la Memoria de Nuestra Señora del 
Monte Carmelo. Esta conmemoración de nuestra Santísima Madre, en pleno 
verano, nos recuerda cómo María siempre está cerca de nosotros, rezando por 
nosotros, escuchándonos y dispuesta a socorrernos. La Oración Colecta para la 
Misa de Nuestra Señora del Monte Carmelo ilustra bellamente estas ideas: 
 

Concédenos, Señor,  
la poderosa intercesión  
de la gloriosa Virgen María,  
nuestra Señora del Carmen,  
para que, con la ayuda de su protección,  
podamos llegar hasta el monte de la  
salvación, que es Cristo.  
Él, que vive y reina contigo  
en la unidad del Espíritu Santo  
y es Dios por los siglos de los siglos. Amén.
